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Benjamin Loehrke is program officer for nuclear policy at the Stanley Center for 
Peace and Security, where he designs, organizes, and implements all aspects of the 
center’s work to halt the spread and avoid the use of nuclear weapons. Loehrke’s 
areas of expertise include arms control, nonproliferation, nuclear weapons 
strategy, Iran's nuclear program, and defense budgeting.
